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Subject: Leuco- stimulating action of the MAOLO preparation
The clinic was provided samples of the preparation of MAOLO for getting impressions on its leuco-stimulating effect in patients with chemotherapy-induced leucopenia. The preparation was administered for the treatment of light and moderate leucopenia, initially the dose used was reception 1 capsule per day. 
Although there was reported increase of leucocytes with this dose, normalization was slowly achieved - following 10 days of treatment. Therefore, with subsequent patients the dose was increased to two capsules per day, resulting in normalization of leucocytes count within 3-5 days in both the light and moderately severe at leucopenias. In addition to the effect, leuco-stimulating effect, patients reported that they felt more energetic and with better self-esteem while taking MAOLO. There were no side effects of the drug.
In conclusion, the preparation of MAOLO has a very good leuco-stimulating effect with patients with light and moderately severe leucopenia, induced by chemotherapy. It wass well tolerated by patients, without any adverse reactions being established.
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
